Statement

“I feel that my portraits divide into two categories. Firstly, ones
that draw on elements of the fantastic, the mythological and the
ideal. Inspired by the luxurious tableaux of the Renaissance
masters, these portraits depict the sitter as rich and sensuous.
Realism can be sacrificed for the sake of the harmonic unity of
the piece and a sense of ideal beauty. Secondly, the other
category I feel my portraiture fits into is more psychological. In
these portraits the unique presence of the sitter is of great
importance, the sense of humanity, dignity and of truth. In
these works I try to pin down the essence of the individual, and
to record their mortality in generous and positive terms.”
